COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Art 3101—The Visual Arts and Society: Contemporary Art--is an appreciation and history of Contemporary Art, primarily paintings, sculpture, photography, and multi-media, from the present day. This is an on-line telecourse, which includes instruction provided via DVD’s. You will obtain the DVD’s from the CSU library circulation desk. You are required to attend the Orientation meeting and all three exam sessions, on campus at the designated times (See "Important Dates," above, or on the Online "DUCK"). You will also be required to go to the High Museum at some point during the semester, to write up a special analysis of a contemporary (after 1940) work of art on display there; I will explain that to you at the required Orientation session. NOTE: The High Museum will probably cost from $6 to $15 with student I.D., so you need to figure that in as part of your course expenses.  In addition, I have scheduled three test review sessions, one before each test, as indicated, once again, both below and in CSU's Online "DUCK."  Although the Schedule indicates that the review sessions are optional, if one is smart, he or she will attend ALL of those. Since they only last around an hour and thirty minutes, these sessions do not cover all the material on the test; that would be impossible in that limited time. However, I do give you important tips, practice questions, a quickie review, and discuss the Powerpoint Study Slides with you--besides answering any questions--that have ALWAYS proven extremely valuable for success on the exams. Normally, a student does poorly on exams if he or she doesn't attend those review sessions.

And on-line telecourses tend to be much more of a challenge than normal class-room courses, anyway.
In selecting an on-line telecourse approach to learning the course material, you have decided that a basically independent study approach will work well for you in your present situation. To be successful, you will have to exercise truly extraordinary self-discipline, since you will be learning pretty much on your own, outside of the traditional college classroom environment. The instructor will be available to advise and assist you, even chat with you on-line, but you must pace and motivate yourself--using the course outline in this syllabus--and watch ALL the telecourse DVD lessons, study ALL the assigned textbook readings, and study all the slides I have provided for you on-line with my Powerpoint Presentation Review Slides.  There is also very important written information on many of the Powerpoint Slides that may be included on the exams.  

This approach does give you a lot of freedom to study when you choose; however, as we pointed out, it also requires an unusual amount of self-discipline and self-motivation. Keep in mind that, typically, a student must devote around 15 hours a week or more, watching telecourse lessons, reading assignments, and studying slides for the three exams, in order to earn an acceptable grade. As you can see, I have provided many helpful resources for you; it is up to you, to use them.

OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE:
One objective of the course will be to acquaint you with Contemporary art and its relationship to society. Contemporary art speaks directly to the important questions of our time, as well as to the changing landscape of American identity.  It is both a mirror of contemporary society and a window through which we view and deepen our understanding of American life as it exists now. We will start the course with four general themes: Place, Identity, Consumption, and Spirituality, and then move on to others. We will study painting, sculpture, and various other media, in regard to their visual meanings, merits, and value as expressions of society--and expressions of individual artists functioning in our multi-cultural society.

MUSEUM PAPER:
This will be a typed (double-spaced) analysis of a Contemporary work of art (done after 1940), currently on display at the High Museum of Art in Atlanta. (IF YOU DO NOT CHOOSE A CONTEMPORARY WORK DONE AFTER 1940, HANGING RIGHT NOW IN THE HIGH, THE PAPER WILL RECEIVE A ZERO). Therefore, you are required to go to the High Museum one day this semester to pick a work of Contemporary art and to analyze it. I will also let you know a date when I will be there to help you and to explain works to you, if you choose to come on that day.  Tentatively, that date is Sunday, February 19, at 2:30pm, meeting at the High. (Plan to get there half an hour to an hour early, to give you time for parking, buying your ticket, and possibly standing in line.  I will be waiting for you just inside the atrium area.)  Please remember: the High Museum will cost around $6 to $12 per adult with student I.D. discount; so you will need to figure on that as part of your course expenses.  SAVE YOUR STICKER/RECEIPT!  You must attach that to your museum paper, or the paper will be unacceptable.

In your analysis, you will be required to discuss the meaning(s) of the work, including an examination and discussion--at length--of all symbols, colors, objects, and similar "tools" that the artist uses to communicate to us. At the Orientation Meeting, I will give you packets so you will know what to look for and write about.  MOST IMPORTANT, YOU WILL DO THIS BY ANALYZING THE INDIVIDUAL, SPECIFIC WORK OF ART IN THE HIGH, USING CSU'S FIVE AESTHETIC CRITERIA, WHICH WE WILL DISCUSS DURING THE ORIENTATION.  75% of the paper's grade will be based on the Aesthetic Criteria; 25% of the paper's grade will be based on CSU's Writing Criteria, including following all the directions presented here, in this syllabus. (As I will explain at the Orientation, for Criterion #2, you will also need to compare your painting, detail by detail, to another work of art in our book for that one section of the paper, but don’t turn the whole paper into a comparison/contrast.) 

Secondly, you will need to directly compare/contrast the work with a specific artist’s work discussed in your textbooks. You MUST find and give the page numbers of  references from the art:21 books (volume one or three) and use quotation marks, as needed.  Parenthetical footnoting in the body of the paper and a separate "Works Cited" page are therefore required. This, of course, goes for any other books, articles, or email sources you use, as well--whether you quote them or even paraphrase and just use their ideas. Anything else is plagiarism and will result in an "F" or worse. 
 (Keep in mind that you can not "cite" works on your "Works Cited" page unless you have already cited them with embedded footnotes in the text of your paper.)  Use the MLA Style of documentation. My homepage also contains a link to both "documentation form" and to the library's art homepage, which includes information about books we own that relate to artists in the High Museum.

In that regard, again, please beware of "plagiarism." As you know by now, "plagiarism" refers to one using anyone else's words or ideas--even just their ideas--without giving them full credit each and every time. Any of that stuff will result in an "F." Or worse. Note: with our new Turnitin software, plagiarism is easy to detect  and document.  Three sentences of it or more results in an “F” on the paper and if it is more significant, an “F” in the course and possible expulsion from the college. (Other examples of plagiarism include copying ideas--even with different wording--from an art encyclopedia, an art catalog, a "model" paper, another student's paper, and so on.) Note: CSU is taking a hard view on plagiarism and resultant penalties.  

REMEMBER TO DO THOSE PARENTHETICAL FOOTNOTES AND THAT "WORKS CITED" PAGE!  And ANY phrases or words copied from another source MUST be put within quotation marks.
You should try to find a postcard in the High or a photo on the internet, or take your own photo at the High, to illustrate the paper. As well, the High Museum website also contains pictures that may be downloaded.  Also, you must include your sticker from the High, on your paper, documenting your going there.  Your paper must be typed and double-spaced.

If you have ANY further question, after our orientation discussion and the other resources, of what I am looking for in the paper, it is your obligation to talk to me. I am available to you, by e-mail, telephone, and posted office hours. That does mean not procrastinating till the last minute, of course... I have also placed copies of a past successful museum paper on reserve behind the desk in the library. The only thing missing from it are the references you make to our specific textbook (discussed above). I also have on reserve booklets that explain various "aesthetic elements" that I and the textbooks and DVD’s discuss and that you should refer to.

THE PAPER MUST BE AT LEAST A FULL THREE TO FOUR TYPED PAGES LONG. (SHORTER WILL BE PENALIZED.)  IT WILL BE DUE NO LATER THAN Monday, March 26, in my mailbox in A & S (G) 110, by 7pm. Plan your time accordingly so that you can get a hard copy in my mailbox by that time (an emailed copy is unacceptable). A hard-copy with museum sticker is required by that deadline.  LATE PAPERS WILL LOSE -10% FOR EACH UNEXCUSED DAY LATE (i.e., one letter grade lower for each day late). Even with the -10% per day penalty, absolutely no paper will be accepted after Tuesday, April 3, at 5pm.  
FORMAT:
Classes meet seven times on campus. Specific dates and times are listed both in the Spring Schedule and below, in the REQUIRED ASSIGNMENTS section. We have the required Orientation meeting first, on either Saturday, Jan. 7, 11:00am-12:30pm (room A&S-229), OR Thursday, Jan. 12, 6:30pm-7:45pm (room T-100).  Attending one of the two orientation meetings at the times and dates listed is REQUIRED, as are the three exam meetings. You MUST attend all three exam sessions at the dates and times listed below and in the Spring DUCK Schedule. Before each test, we will have a Review Session. Although the Spring DUCK Schedule lists the Review Sessions as optional, I highly recommend you attend these. People who don't attend the Review Sessions tend to do very poorly on the tests. Although it is impossible to cover all that will be on the test in those hour and thirty minute sessions, I give you important tips, a quickie review, practice questions, answer questions, and I discuss the Powerpoint Presentation Slides. This will give you a great deal of help in knowing whether you are studying enough and what sorts or questions will be on the test. As you view the telecourse lessons, read the materials in the text and study the slides, please note any questions that you may want answered during our review sessions. 
*YOU MAY BRING A SELF-ADDRESSED, STAMPED ENVELOPE TO EACH EXAM, SO THAT I MAY MAIL YOU YOUR EXAM RESULTS. WE ARE NO LONGER ALLOWED TO EMAIL THEM OR GIVE THEM OVER THE PHONE.

*HOWEVER, I WILL ALSO POST YOUR GRADES AS WE GO ALONG ON THE Georgia View WEBSITE.  FOR YOUR BENEFIT, I HAVE SET UP A  Georgia View GRADE BOOK FOR YOU.  WITH THIS, YOU CAN LOOK UP YOUR GRADES ONLINE, BEFORE I PASS THEM BACK IN CLASS.  TO GET THERE, GO TO "https://clayton.view.usg.edu/."  ONCE YOU REACH THIS SITE, FOLLOW THE DIRECTIONS GIVEN ON THE SITE, TO ACCESS THE GRADE BOOK.  IF YOU HAVE ANY TROUBLE, PLEASE CALL (OR VISIT) THE HUB FOR HELP.  

ATTENDANCE:
All students are required to attend the Orientation Meeting and ALL three of the examination sessions. Missed examinations may not be made up except under extraordinary, documentable circumstances. In addition, even if justified, make-up tests are tougher than the original tests, because the easier, more obvious questions will have been pretty well used up on the original test. Please note comments above in regard to the extreme importance of the three Review Sessions.

If you miss any Review Sessions, do NOT ask that I send you "what you missed" by e-mail or any other way. That is not practical and can not be done. If you must miss one, you will need to arrange for a friend to take notes for you or to tape it.

ACCESS TO COURSE DVD LESSONS:
All students need to check out the 2-DVD set, containing the lessons for the first textbook on the first DVD (we will not be using the second DVD), from the CSU library.  IMPORTANT:  You must return these DVD’s to the library by the final exam date and bring to the Final Exam or earlier a CLEARANCE SLIP from the library stating that you have done so.  Otherwise you will be given an “Incomplete” for the course until you actually turn the 2-DVD set in, even though you WILL be allowed to take the Final Exam.  In addition, your grades will be blocked, a “HOLD” imposed, and an increasing fine levied, until the DVD’s are turned in.
For the second textbook (volume three), you will use the four programs on my Homepage under Art 3101: “Power,” “Memory,” “Play,” and “Structures.”

It is vital that you talk to me RIGHT AWAY if you need help or have ANY questions. That's not only your responsibility, but it is what I'm here for, and I would like to get to know you individually. Most important, be sure to follow RELIGIOUSLY the attached course outline of reading and viewing assignments. Far more than in any other kind of college course, success in an on-line telecourse is largely up to a student's own self-discipline and self-determination. GO FOR IT!

COURSE SCHEDULE/REQUIRED ASSIGNMENTS:
I. TO PREPARE FOR BIGGIE NUMBER ONE (FIRST EXAM):
PLEASE NOTE: 
SINCE THE DVD and online video PROGRAMS AND THE RELATED BOOKS’ SECTIONS ARE NOT NECESSARILY IN THE SAME ORDER, WE WILL JUMP AROUND A LITTLE WITHIN EACH BOOK, SO AS TO KEEP THE TEXT BOOKS AND THE DVD PROGRAMS TOGETHER AND COORDINATED.  IT IS EASIER TO JUMP AROUND IN BOOKS THAN ON DVD’S. ( HOWEVER, WE WILL FINISH BOOK ONE BEFORE GOING ON TO BOOK THREE.
A. Therefore, your first assignment is to watch the first program on the first required disk.  This program is entitled “Place” and includes an introduction and lessons on six artists: the intro. with Laurie Anderson, Richard Serra, Sally Mann, Barry McGee and Margaret Kilgallen (mixed), and, finally, Pepon Osorio.  
B. And, along with that DVD program “Place,” you must READ and study about each of these artists, in the first Art:21 book: Read the introductory sections on pp. 8-17 and then, in the chapter entitled “Place,” read about Laurie Anderson on bottom of  p. 62 & pp. 64-65; Richard Serra on pp. 56-63; Sally Mann on pp. 20-31; Barry McGee and Margaret Kilgallen on pp. 32-49 (mixed); and, finally, Pepon Osorio on pp. 48 & 50-56.
C. Next, watch the second DVD program on the first disk: "Spirituality.”  Watch and learn about the introduction by Beryl Korot and S. Epatha Merkerson, and then further artists, including Ann Hamilton, John Feodorov, Shahzia Sikander, and James Turrell.  

D. This corresponds to the “Spirituality” chapter in your first Art:21 textbook. You are required to read pages 68 - 69 (“Regarding Spirituality”), and then about Beryl Korot on p. 98 & pp.100-109; Ann Hamilton on p. 76 & pp. 78-top of 85; John Feodorov on pp. 85-91; Shahzia Sikander on pp. 92-99; and James Turrell on pp. 70-77. 

E. Attend the Review Session and then study the corresponding slides for text chapters “Place” and “Spirituality” on your Powerpoint 1 website. If an artist's specific work is shown BOTH in the textbook and in the  DVD program and/or Powerpoint 1, you know it's more likely than others to be on a test. HOWEVER, you may be tested on an important artist's work even if that work only appears once, in the book or on the Powerpoint. It's just that if it appears more than once, it must be especially important. The important slides are all included in the "Powerpoint Presentations," which you may link to and print up from my homepage. These have always made very good "flash card" study aids, as well. Use "Powerpoint Presentation One" for this first exam.

II. TO PREPARE FOR BIGGIE NUMBER TWO (SECOND EXAM):
NOTE: YOU WILL NEED THE FIRST DISK AND THE FIRST ONLINE VIDEO PROGRAM (“POWER”) AND BOTH BOOKS TO PREPARE FOR THIS EXAM.  AS MENTIONED FOR THE FIRST EXAM, SINCE THE DVD PROGRAMS AND THE RELATED BOOKS’ SECTIONS ARE NOT NECESSARILY IN THE SAME ORDER, WE WILL JUMP AROUND A LITTLE WITHIN EACH BOOK, SO AS TO KEEP THE TEXT BOOKS AND THE DVD PROGRAMS TOGETHER AND COORDINATED.  IT IS EASIER TO JUMP AROUND IN BOOKS THAN ON DVD’S AND THE ONLINE VIDEO PROGRAMS.
A. For the second exam, your first assignment is to watch the third DVD program on the first required disk.  This program is entitled “Identity” and includes an introduction and lessons on five artists: the intro. with Steve Martin (the comedian) and William Wegman (photographer/artist), Bruce Nauman, Kerry James Marshall, Maya Lin, and Louise Bourgeois.  

B. And, along with that DVD program “Identity,” you must READ and study about each of these artists, in the first Art:21 book: In the chapter entitled “Identity,” read about William Wegman on pp. 112-117; Bruce Nauman on pp. 117-125; Kerry James Marshall on pp. 137-149; Maya Lin on pp. 150-161; and, finally, Louise Bourgeois on pp. 125-137.

C. Next, watch the fourth DVD program on the first disk: "Consumption,” with only four artists to learn about. Watch and learn about the introduction by artist Barbara Kruger and John McEnroe (yes, the tennis player), and then further artists, including Michael Ray Charles, Matthew Barney, and Andrea Zittel.  (We will skip Mel Chin.)  This concludes Disk One.  

D. This corresponds to the “Consumption” chapter in your first Art:21 textbook. You are required to read the Introduction by Katy Siegel that includes the Barbara Kruger section on pages 164 - 171, and then about Michael Ray Charles on pp.171-178; Matthew Barney & Conclusion on pp. 194-204; and Andrea Zittel on pp. 186-194. (Once again, we skip Mel Chin.)   
E. Next, watch the first online video on my Homepage under Art 3101, entitled: "Power,” with only four artists to learn about. Watch and learn with the introduction  and then the actual artists that we are concerned with, including Cai Guo-Qiang, Lalah Ali, Krzysztof Wodiczko, and Ida Applebroog.  

F. This corresponds to the first “Power” chapter in your THIRD SEASON Art:21 textbook: Book 3, which includes four artists. You are required, first, to read about Cai Guo-Qiang on pp. 46-57, Lalah Ali on pp. 22-33, Krzysztof Wodiczko on pp. 58-69, and Ida Applebroog on pp. 34-45.  
G. Attend the Review Session and then study the corresponding slides for text chapters “Identity,” “Consumption,” and “Power” on your Powerpoint Two (2) website, which is in the same order as your DVD, online video program, and reading assignments, as listed above. If an artist's specific work is shown BOTH in the textbooks and in the  DVD/ online video programs and/or Powerpoint 2, you know it's more likely than others to be on a test. HOWEVER, you may be tested on an important artist's work even if that work only appears once, in the books or on the Powerpoint. It's just that if it appears more than once, it must be especially important. The important slides are all included in the "Powerpoint Presentations," which you may link to and print up from my homepage. These have always made very good "flash card" study aids, as well. Use "Powerpoint Presentation Two" for this second exam.

NOTE: YOU WILL NEED THE ONLINE VIDEO PROGRAMS FOR SEASON THREE AND THE THIRD SEASON (VOLUME) BOOK TO PREPARE FOR THIS FINAL EXAM, ALONG WITH THE THIRD POWERPOINT, LINKED TO MY HOMEPAGE.  AS MENTIONED FOR THE OTHER EXAMS, SINCE THE ONLINE VIDEO PROGRAMS AND THE RELATED BOOKS’ SECTIONS ARE NOT NECESSARILY IN THE SAME ORDER, WE WILL JUMP AROUND A LITTLE WITHIN THE SECOND BOOK, SO AS TO KEEP THE TEXT BOOK AND THE DVD PROGRAMS TOGETHER AND COORDINATED.  IT IS EASIER TO JUMP AROUND IN BOOKS THAN ON ONLINE VIDEO PROGRAMS.
A. For the third exam, your first assignment is to watch the second online video program on my Homepage under “Art 3101.”  This program is entitled “Memory” and includes an introduction and lessons on four artists: the intro.with Isabella Rossellini (an actress), and then the artists: Susan Rothenberg, Mike Kelley, Hiroshi Sugimoto,and Josiah McElheny. 

B. And, along with that video program “Memory,” you must READ and study about each of these four artists, in the third season Art:21 book: In the chapter entitled “Memory,” read about  Susan Rothenberg on pp. 98-109, Mike Kelley on pp. 74-85, Hiroshi Sugimoto on pp. 110-121, and Josiah McElheny on pp. 86-97.
C. Next, watch the third online video program under Art 3101: "Play,” with four artists to learn about. Watch and enjoy the introduction , and then learn about these artists: Jessica Stockholder, Oliver Herring, Arturo Herrera, and Ellen Gallagher.

D. This corresponds to the next chapter in your third season Art:21 textbook: “Play” You are required to read about Jessica Stockholder on pp. 162-173, Oliver Herring on pp. 150-161, Arturo Herrera on pp. 138-149, and Ellen Gallagher on pp. 126-137.

E. Next, watch the fourth online video program on my Homepage under Art 3101: "Structures,” with four artists to learn about. Watch and learn with the introduction, and then the actual artists that we are concerned with, including  Matthew Ritchie, Fred Wilson, Ridhard Tuttle, and Roni Horn.

F. This corresponds to the final chapter, entitled “Structures,” in your third season Art:21 textbook: Book 3. You are required, first, to read about Matthew Ritchie on pp. 190-201, Fred Wilson on pp. 214-225, Richard Tuttle on pp. 202-213, and Roni Horn on pp. 178-189.

G. Attend the Review Session and then study the corresponding slides for text chapters “Memory,” “Play,” and “Structures” on your Powerpoint Three (3) website, which is in the same order as your online video assignments and reading assignments, as listed above. If an artist's specific work is shown BOTH in the textbooks and in the  online video program and/or Powerpoint 3, you know it's more likely than others to be on a test. HOWEVER, you may be tested on an important artist's work even if that work only appears once, in the books or on the Powerpoint. It's just that if it appears more than once, it must be especially important. The important slides are all included in the "Powerpoint Presentations," which you may link to and print up from my homepage. These have always made very good "flash card" study aids, as well. Use "Powerpoint Presentation Three" for this third exam.
