First Assignments:  By Wednesday, August 20, read Meyer text Intro. pages 1-6 and 9-15, which includes Chopin’s “The Story of an Hour” and also read sample paper pages 15-19.  We will start a diagnostic essay, in class on Wednesday, based on these pages.

For Monday, August 25, you will need to have read and studied pages 20-63, on which we will have a quiz.

Course Description:  English 1102 continues the development of writing skills, focusing primarily on your written responses to your reading of a variety of works of imaginative literature, including poetry, drama, and fiction of varying lengths.  You will also gain additional experience in using library resources and in using appropriate documentation of source material.

Prerequisite: English 1101 (or an equivalent composition course).

Course Grades: 

Three or Four required papers of at least 750 words each, including the 

Diagnostic Essay, as well as one Optional Essay.  (If you do all four 

papers, I will consider only the top three of those essays, dropping the lowest one.)  (30% of course grade)

A research paper of  at least 1250 words, citing five secondary sources

in MLA format ( 25% of course grade)

Final essay exam, of approximately 750 words (20% of course grade)

Quizzes on the lesson material (20% of grade)

Attendance/Participation grade (5% of grade) 

Basic Course Requirements:

 1. A minimum of 4 writing assignments (including the Diagnostic and Final Essay Exam) assessed by the CCSU Writing Criteria. These assignments will involve presenting and supporting an interpretive or evaluative conclusion about one or more works of literature which you will have read in preparing the paper. The assignments will include a variety of purposes, readerships, and formats, as might be encountered in a number of situations within and beyond your college experience.  All essays must be double-spaced, single-sided, and all those done outside of class must be typed on your computer.

2. A number of reading assignments involving the interpretation of literary works, literary criticism and other subjects relating to the aesthetic perspective—with frequent required quizzes, based on these assignments.

 3. A research essay on a topic relating to your reading of one or more literary works and incorporating additional information (from at least five secondary sources) appropriate to your topic. This paper will be at least five double spaced typed pages in length, using standard margins and the MLA documentation style of in-text parenthetical citation.

 4. Individual work in the Learning Center, if so referred by your instructor.

 5. Cooperative work in groups with your classmates, as assigned by your instructor.

Course Policies:

1. ITP Choice Policy: Each CCSU student is required to have ready access throughout the semester to a notebook computer that meets faculty-approved hardware and software requirements for the student's academic program.  You are also required to have a CCSU e-mail account.  See http://itpchoice.clayton.edu for full details.

2. Computer Literacy: Success in any English 1102 class demands a basic level of computer skill. The course requires that you are able to send and receive e-mail, have a basic understanding of word processing including how to send an MS Word file via e-mail, and are able to access and use Internet resources. In order to assure that you have mastered these basic computer skills, you are encouraged to complete CCSU 1010, a self-paced, online orientation to the basic technology skills.  This online orientation course can be found at http://ctl.clayton.edu/fidl/student_orientation/CCSU1010/overview.htm.  It is primarily intended for online courses, but it is quite helpful for all courses here at CCSU. 

3. Attendance: To do well, you must come to class.  There is an Attendance/Participation grade.  There is no makeup for missed quizzes (although I do drop the lowest quiz, or the one time you miss a quiz—but that only works once.  After that, missed quizzes average in as zeros.)  Once material has been assigned, it must be read before the next class, whether you were absent or not.  It is YOUR responsibility, if absent, to keep up with class work and assignments.  Being absent from a class does not excuse you from any assigned quiz given the next time you attend.  If you miss the assignment, call during office hours or correspond via e-mail with me or other students to get your assignments.  If absent, you must also get any discussion/lecture notes from another student.  

4. Participation:  Again, there is an Attendance/Participation grade.  I hope that each of you will be able to demonstrate through class discussions an interest and understanding of the literature we study.  It is most important to keep an open mind; the willingness to defer judgment as to the merit of a given author or work is a sign of one who is willing to grow…and learn, in life.  Also in regard to participation, you must shut off any beepers, cell phones, etc., during class.  

5. Academic Honesty: You must not copy or paraphrase original information from other writers or sources without documenting the source of your information. Failure to acknowledge such borrowing constitutes plagiarism, a form of theft of someone else's thoughts and writings. Papers suspected of plagiarism will not be accepted for a grade, and the student involved may be referred to the Dean of Student's Office for possible disciplinary action according to the provisions of the CCSU Student Handbook.  For example, ANY plagiarism on the research paper would mean that at least 25% of your grade would be an “F.”  A significant amount of plagiarism would mean an “F” for the course and action against the student by the Dean of Student’s Office.

6.Always keep copies of important work--including print copies of electronic files--until after you receive your final grade in the course.

7. E-mail protocol: You must activate your "csu" e-mail account, and you should check it at least twice each week.  I may be sending messages to you, via this account, throughout the semester.  It is important that you are able to read the messages that I send to the class via the "csu" account.

I usually check e-mail at least once or more a day. An exception to this policy may be on weekends and/or when I am out of town. You can normally expect to have answers to questions that you send me within 24-48 hours.

8. If you have any questions or concerns about your work in the course, please speak with me. Also, please come visit me in my office—A & S 105H—if you have any questions, are unsure of anything, or just want to talk to me about class.  YOU ARE WELCOME!  My office hours are posted at the beginning of this syllabus.  I may also be in my office at other hours as well, but please make an appointment to see me at any other times.  Late Work
Whether caused by an absence or a lack of preparation, unexcused late work will be penalized at least one letter grade for each day late.
