· Co-requisite: PHYS 1111L, Introductory Physics Laboratory I

Course Policies:
General Policy
Students must abide by policies in the Clayton State University Student Handbook, and the Basic Undergraduate Student Responsibilities.

University Attendance Policy

Students are expected to attend and participate in every class meeting. Instructors establish specific policies relating to absences in their courses and communicate these policies to the students through the course syllabi. Individual instructors, based upon the nature of the course, determine what effect excused and unexcused absences have in determining grades and upon students’ ability to remain enrolled in their courses. The university reserves the right to determine that excessive absences, whether justified or not, are sufficient cause for institutional withdrawals or failing grades.

Course Attendance Policy

Attendance is expected for all class periods.  Attendance is required for quiz and examination periods.  Any absence must be accompanied by a written excuse from a doctor or other competent authority.  

Missed Work

Without a valid excuse, a grade of zero points will be assigned for the missed work.  If a valid excuse is provided:
· Make-up quizzes will be given only if they are taken before quiz solutions are posted (afternoon of the day the quiz is given).  If the make-up quiz cannot be taken before the solutions are posted, the missed quiz will be counted as a quiz which can be dropped (approximately twelve to fourteen quizzes will be given in the course).  The highest ten quiz scores will be used to calculate the course grade. 
  

· Make-up examinations will be given only if they are taken before graded examinations are returned to students (next class period).  In the event that a make-up examination cannot be taken before exams are returned to other students, the missed examination will not count in calculating the course grade.  This means that other graded work will be responsible for a greater weight in determining the course final grade. 
  

· The final examination must be taken. Students missing the final examination should contact their instructor concerning the applicability of an Incomplete grade.

Academic Dishonesty

Any type of activity that is considered dishonest by reasonable standards may constitute academic misconduct. The most common forms of academic misconduct are cheating and plagiarism All instances of academic dishonesty will result in a grade of zero for the work involved.
  All instances of academic dishonesty will be reported to the Office of Student Life/Judicial Affairs.

Disruption of the Learning Environment

Behavior which disrupts the teaching–learning process during class activities will not be tolerated.  While a variety of behaviors can be disruptive in a classroom setting, more serious examples include belligerent, abusive, profane, and/or threatening behavior.  A student who fails to respond to reasonable faculty direction regarding classroom behavior and/or behavior while participating in classroom activities may be dismissed from class.  A student who is dismissed is entitled to due process and will be afforded such rights as soon as possible following dismissal.  If found in violation, a student may be administratively withdrawn and may receive a grade of WF.

�Optional. Navigation aids are not required, but are helpful.  If you choose to include navigation aids, you will need to provide your own bookmark links.


�Required.  A current disabilities services statement is required with contact information.


�Required.  Much of the information in this section comes from the Academic Catalog.   Catalogs are located at the following Web site:  � HYPERLINK "http://publications.clayton.edu/catalog/" ��http://publications.clayton.edu/catalog/�.


�Required.  Include the CRN of the section.  If the syllabus applies to multiple sections, list all included CRNs.


�Required.  Obtain from the current Academic Catalog.

�This is a required syllabus element.  List those applications that a student must be able to use in your course, and for which you provide no instruction.


�This is a required syllabus element.  Explain how computers will be used in your classroom.  If computers will not be used in the classroom at all, a statement similar to this example should be used.  


�This is an optional element.  Include if it is applicable to your course.


� Optional.  Some faculty like to provide information about what students will be doing in the course.


�Program learning outcomes are a required syllabus element.  Outcomes are particularly important to assessing our courses and to SACS accreditation visits.


�If your course is part of the Core Curriculum, include this statement and link.


�Refer to the area of the Core in which your course falls.


�Required.   If your course is required in a major or multiple majors.  Include the applicable outcomes of those majors.  Outcomes for A&S majors are provided on each department’s homepage.  For example:  � HYPERLINK "http://a-s.clayton.edu/psychology/outcomes.htm" ��http://a-s.clayton.edu/psychology/outcomes.htm� .


�Course learning outcomes are required.  Course outcomes are particularly important to course assessment, SACS accreditation visits and for determining transfer of courses from other universities.

Arts and Sciences Implementing Instructions





To allow faculty the ability to set their attendance policy as required by the University attendance policy, the Dean and Department Chairs have agreed on the following common guidelines:  





Departments will determine if multiple sections of the same course or similar courses must have the same attendance policy. 


The attendance policy must be explicitly described in the course syllabus. 


Absences due to official Clayton State University functions (such as athletic events) or required official military duty will not be counted for withdrawal or failure purposes. 


With the exceptions in the preceding sentence, the policy must be applied uniformly to all students, regardless of their grade in the course at the time the institutional withdrawal occurs. 


If an institutional withdrawal is appealed, neither the Dean nor the Department Head will support the withdrawal if fewer than 20% of the possible course meetings, exclusive of the final examination, have been missed.  


These guidelines do not imply that instructor must use the 20% criteria as their attendance policy.  Any policy more liberal (more absences) than this will be supported on appeal. 





These guidelines do not imply that an instructor must have a policy that requires withdrawal for absences at all, unless teaching in multi-section courses with such a requirement. 


Course grading policies that include participation will not exceed 40% of the total course grade for that category.

� Required.  Explicitly state the penalty for instances of academic dishonesty in the syllabus.  If Judicial Affairs is called upon to make a decision involving academic dishonesty (student requests adjudication by Judicial Affairs or on appeal), any penalty applied is at their discretion unless the syllabus provides guidance.


�A penalty for academic dishonesty cannot be applied unless a specification of charges form is completed.  The form is located at � HYPERLINK "http://adminservices.clayton.edu/studentconduct/Conduct%20Forms.htm%20" ��http://adminservices.clayton.edu/studentconduct/Conduct%20Forms.htm�  .


�Required. Include this statement in all syllabi.


� Required – you must describe what you feel constitutes disruptive behavior.  Faculty may edit the list in this link to delete behaviors they personally do not feel are disruptive.  Please do not add additional behaviors to the list without first talking to your department head. 





If the option of editing the statement is taken, you will need to do the editing of the statement, upload the edited file to your FrontPage directory, and provide you own link to the modified statement.  The link provided here is to the full statement with a wide range of examples of disruptive behavior.


�Optional – writing intensive courses may wish to provide this information.


�Add any other policies important to your course.


�This a new item requested by Enrollment Management in Fall 2011 syllabi.


�This element is optional.  Important dates should also appear in the course schedule.


�Optional unless the date has not been given elsewhere in the syllabus.  This is the third time the last day to withdraw without academic accountability is stated.  This may be excessive – the syllabus author feels this is important enough to repeat three times.
