How does Aquinas demonstrate that there are as many intellectual principles as there are human bodies? Make sure your answer takes in two of the Objections and Replies given in ST Ia.76.2.
With reference to God, immaterial substances, sensible substances and accidents, how does being determine essence?
Restate and explain the argument against the possibility of demonstrating God’s existence given in ST Ia.2.2 arg. 1. Explain how Aquinas answers this objection through a distinction between demonstration ‘that (quia)’ and demonstration ‘why (propter quid)’.

Explain why Aquinas believes that God is entirely simple.

Why does Aquinas claim that theological discourse is neither univocal nor wholly equivocal but rather analogical? What is the signification of analogical discourse?

How does Augustine explain evil as a privation of goodness, and what does Augustine believe to be the origin of moral evil?

Explain Aquinas’s argument that goodness and being are convertible.

How does Boethius account for God’s omniscience in the face of human freedom?

How does Boethius of Dacia justify his belief that “the supreme good open to man is to know the true, to do the good, and to delight in both”? What is his resultant account of sin?
