1. Contrast Hobbes and Locke regarding the original state of nature. How does each thinker describe this state, and how does the description shape the constitution that emerges?
2. For Marx, how does the history of class struggle predict the rule of communism?

3. Compare King’s defense of civil disobedience with Socrates’, explaining and contrasting their respective positions.
4. Describe Rawls’ original position. What is reflective equilibrium and how can we attain it?
5. Relate Aristotle’s function argument, i.e., the argument Aristotle uses to present a “more distinct” (396) picture of the chief good.
6. How does Aquinas believe the ordination of our natural inclinations ordains the precepts of the natural law? Put another way, how do rational creatures participate in eternal law?

7. What is the categorical imperative and how does it determine perfect and imperfect duties?

8. What is the greatest happiness principle? How does Mill prove that the general happiness is to be desired? How does the general happiness’ desirability recommend the greatest happiness principle?
9. Explain Nietzsche’s distinction between master and slave moralities.
10. What challenge do cultural relativists pose and how does Rachels respond?
