1. What is the difference between imminent and real universals? On Scotus’s account (sometimes termed ‘moderate realism’), immanent universals are formally distinct from their subjects. What does it mean to say that an immanent universal is formally distinct from its subject, and why does Ockham believe such a distinction to be impossible? Describe the nominalism Ockham offers in place of Scotus’s moderate realism.
2. Why does Nicholas of Autrecourt believe that:

From the fact that some thing is known to be, it cannot be inferred evidently, by 

evidentness reduced to the first principle, or to the certitude of the first principle, 

that there is some other thing.
How does Buridan’s distinction between types of evidentness enable him to respond to Nicholas’s skeptical critique?
3. What is the difference between signification and supposition? What is the difference between broad and strict supposition? What is the difference between natural and accidental supposition, and between simple and personal, accidental supposition? Finally, what are the two types of simple, accidental supposition, and how are they distinguished from one another? 

4. List and describe Aristotle’s four causes. Which causes are extrinsic, which intrinsic? What five causes are needed for generation, and if, strictly speaking, there are only four causes, why do I ask you to name five? Finally, provide an example of all five causes interacting to generate something, making sure this illustration clarifies why the end is the cause of causes.

5. Why does Aquinas believe sacred doctrine should use arguments? What are some objections to his opinion, and why does he feel secure that arguments brought against faith cannot be demonstrations?
