1. List and explain Euthyphro’s various definitions of piety along with Socrates’ refutation of each.
2. Putting together what Plato says about piety in both Euthyphro and Apology, construct a Platonic definition of piety. What is this definition and how would you support it?
3. Discuss in what sense does Aquinas believe that the proposition ‘God exists’ is self evident. Explain the three objections to his view as well as his reply to each objection.

4. On what grounds does Dawkins criticize Paley’s argument for God’s existence? Your answer should present and explain Paley’s argument as well as the theory that Dawkins gives in its place.

5. Explain Philo’s objection to the argument from design?

6. Explain how the various sections of Plato’s divided line correlate to his allegory of the cave.

7. What is Descartes’ proof of God’s existence? What is riding on this proof? That is, what about Descartes’ project to provide a firm and lasting ground for the sciences requires his proof be correct?

8. Present and explain Hume’s distinction between matters of fact, on the one hand, and relations among ideas on the other. How does this distinction support his belief that custom or habit is the ultimate ground of our inferences concerning causality?
