Description/Course Objectives

        POLS4450 will be a study of US foreign policy in both an historical and contemporary context. It will cover the major historical events in our foreign relations from the Washington Administration through today. The relations, and conflicts, between the executive and legislative branches over control of foreign policy will be analyzed. 
Current issues covered will include conflicts in Afghanistan and Iraq, the war on terrorism (?), nuclear proliferation disputes with nations such as North Korea and Iran, US relations with the world community (EU, Russia, Latin America, etc.), globalization and international trade, and any issue of interest to the class or that becomes important during the semester.

NOTE:  This is a senior level course in the political science major. All students are expected to keep up with the major world events and key issues in US foreign relations. We want to encourage class participation and everyone’s opinion on the different subjects covered.

Attendance: Attendance will be taken each class session.

Find at least one historical or contemporary case where the US Supreme Court issued a decision which deals with a foreign policy question, an issue of power or jurisdiction over a non-domestic issue between the executive and legislative branches, or any other case with international implications.
