Pedagogy Experiences
SCI 3120

In SCI 3120 each student will have the opportunity to plan and manage a laboratory experience similar to the laboratory experiences in SCI 3110.

After consulting any of the dozens of resources for lesson plans, each student will work with a partner to prepare a formal lesson plan for the laboratory activity.

Each group will design and use a PowerPoint presentation on the chosen topic as a Pre-lab presentation.
Each group will also write a lab advance sheet, complete with instructions, data tables and questions.  (Advance sheets are already written.  Your job will be to adapt them to your presentation.)
Each group will set up the lab, with Mr. Banke’s assistance and will be responsible for administering a quiz after the lab, and will clean up after the lab, with Mr. Banke’s assistance.

Each student will also write a formal reflection on the experience.

Other requirements will be given on the first day of class.

Choose a partner first, then choose a topic and let Mr. Banke know your choices before Thursday, December 1, 2011.
The following topics are available:

1. Electric circuits: series and parallel 
2. Experiments with light: refraction and reflection
3. Flame tests: spectra of elements, determining the identity of compounds

4. Indicators: testing for acids and bases

5. Chemical reactions: 3 (or more) types of common reactions in the chemistry lab
