1. Coprinus (cs and ls) (Fig. 5.30) Identify gill, hyphae, basidiospore.
2. Peziza (Fig. 5.1, 5.14, 5.16) Identify ascocarp mycelium, ascus, ascospores
3. Saccharomyces cerevisiae (Baker’s yeast) (Fig. 5.10)
4. Aspergillus (Fig. 5.21-24) Identify conidia, conidaphore, hyphae.
5. Rhizopus nigricans (bread mold) (Fig. 5.2-5.8) Identify sporangia, sporangiaphore, hyphae, spores.  
6. Penicillium (Fig. 5.13, 5.20) Identify conidia and conidiaphore.
Organisms:

1. Structure of a basidomycete mushroom: pileus, veil, gills, stipe, annulus. (Fig. 5.27)
2. Pleurotus ostreatus (oyster mushroom) (Fig. 5.1b)
3. Morchella in jar (Fig. 5.14, 5.17)
