The first two laboratory exercises we do are computer exercises.  We have spent one lab period looking at special features of Microsoft Word(, especially as it applies to chemistry, and now we want to feature Mircosoft Excel(.

To help us achieve this goal, you need to obtain several files which will save you much time as you will not have to type the material.  These files can be obtained by downloading from the course web page:

You should have created a folder on the C drive of your computer called “Chemistry”.  Download the files to this folder and we will access them from there.  I will bring copies of the files for those who have had trouble accessing them, but it will speed the class up of most if you have the files prior to coming to the class.

You will be shown a sample sheet and basic operations as they apply to chemistry: i.e. cell contents, formulas, and graphing (Excel calls these Charts).  Then you will be given an assignment which is due at the beginning of next week’s lab.  Do not be afraid to come and get help with the assignment.
