Soap


In order to save much time in the lab, we will use the soap made by a previous class to conduct our tests.  These tests can then be performed while our soap is cooking (it takes an hour of cooking to make the soap).  Ask the lab instructor for some of this soap.


Stirring helps the soap cook faster.  But be watchful for boilovers as this stuff can really smell badly.


The manual has you make up a soap solution AND a detergent solution to run some tests.  Be aware these are the solutions you are to use for those test.  Do not use solid soap or detergent materials, as the result you are looking for is to see if a precipitate (solid) forms, so be sure to use only the solution part of your mixtures.
