RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING

1.
Every person entering the chemistry laboratory must wear safety glasses.  These are to be kept on the eyes at all times.

2.
Shoes must be worn in the laboratory at all times.

3.
No student may work in the labs alone or without instructor supervision.

4.
Each student must be familiar with the location and operation of all safety devices including fire extinguishers, eye washes, and showers.

5.
Students may not eat, drink, or smoke except in designated areas.

6.
All bunsen burners must be turned off except when in active use.

7.
All accidents, no matter how minor, must be reported to your instructor.

8.
No student may carry out any unauthorized experiments.

9.
Failure to follow these regulations may result in your removal from the laboratory, or a reduction of your grade.
