Dave’s lab prep



We will be doing Exercise 10.1 as it is described, so please follow the lab prep that came with the manual.

Here are some exceptions or things in addition to the above prep.

The students will be working in table groups, so we will need 1 gel and electrophoresis set up per table.

Would you please also put out one extra set up for me at the front of the room.  I would like to get a picture that I can copy and distribute to the students rather than having them take pictures and use up film.

Camera with film.

Please pre-pour all gels—5 for the actual experiment in each lab period (8-10 well comb—the bigger the wells the better)—we will also need 2 large gels to practice loading.

Please make sure that the barriers that the ends of the gel are removed so that the students can just put the gel in the buffer and go—nothing to remember to remove.

I will set up the digests before the lab, so the digests will be complete when the students run them in lab.

We will need metric rulers. (Do you have enough for each student to have one?)

Please put out some gloves for the students to wear when they handle the gels.

Could you put out a vortex?
