We will be doing Exercises 7.1, 7.2, 7.3A, Lab Study B, 7.4

Please prep them as the prep manual tells you.  In addition, we use the following:
· Straws cut into approximately 1 cm pieces to model centrioles; we need about 40 (there should already be some that are cut)

· String to use as spindle fibers; we need about 100

· Plastic bags cut open or saran wrap to simulate the nuclear envelope.

We will need onion root tip slides for plant mitosis and whitefish blastula slides for animal mitosis.  We should have a minimum of 12 of each, but it would be great to have 24-28 of each.
