Credit Hours: 3.0 semester credit hours (3-0-3)
Catalog Description: The course studies philosophical literature of the eighth century B.C.E. through the third century C.E., including Pre-Socratic thought, Epicureanism, Stoicism, and Skepticism, with special emphasis on Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle.

[bookmark: Mid-term]Requirements Explained: 
Homework Journal: You will be writing a 1 to 1½ page paper on each of the assigned readings. These journal entries must be posted (emailed to the class listserv) PRIOR TO the class meeting at which they will be discussed.  You must keep a hard copy of all your submissions and organize them for collection and review on two occasions, on the day of the first exam and on the day of the final exam. Add a cover page containing a table of contents, and a paragraph assessing the overall quality of your journal/discussion list contribution, giving primary consideration to such factors as number of postings, timeliness of postings, length of papers, quality of the writings themselves, and the extent to which you read and commented on other students’ submissions.  Assign a rating to your assessment, based on a ten-point scale.  Do not put the journal in a binder of any sort; just staple the pages together. 
Your paper should be a focused response to some aspect of the reading that you found particularly engaging, interesting, or questionable; take care not to ramble over multiple issues or topics. Whatever you say must be in your own words, and must not be based on secondary sources.  As you engage what are at times challenging and difficult readings, keep in mind that understanding is the objective and that your writings are important efforts toward that end.  
Type your papers in Word, then copy and paste into emails to send to the class listserv; do not send papers as attachments.  Be sure to bring your individual papers to class meetings, as you will be called on to make brief presentations of your analyses to the class.  Note that attendance and participation are important factors in your homework journal grade.  
Paper & Class Presentation: Students will research and write a 5-7 page paper that addresses some aspect of the assigned readings.  The paper will (1) elucidate the topic or issue being addressed and (2) report on the scholarly literature on the topic (from 4 journal articles).  Students will use PowerPoint to develop the paper for presentation to the class.  Topics and times will be worked out in collaboration with the class.   
Exams: in-class blue-book essays.  You will be given a set of questions in advance to study & prepare; the exam will consist in selected questions from this list of study questions.  
Mid-term Progress Report: The mid-term grade in this course will be issued by October 5th, and will reflect approximately 30% of the entire course grade.  Based on this grade, students may choose to withdraw from the course and receive a grade of "W."  Students pursuing this option must fill out an official withdrawal form, available in the Office of the Registrar, by mid-term, which occurs on October 8th.  The last day to withdraw without academic accountability is Friday, October 8, 2010.

General Policy: Students must abide by policies in the Clayton State University Student Handbook, and the Basic Undergraduate Student Responsibilities.
University Attendance Policy: Students are expected to attend and participate in every class meeting. Instructors establish specific policies relating to absences in their courses and communicate these policies to the students through the course syllabi. Individual instructors, based upon the nature of the course, determine what effect excused and unexcused absences have in determining grades and upon students’ ability to remain enrolled in their courses. The university reserves the right to determine that excessive absences, whether justified or not, are sufficient cause for institutional withdrawals or failing grades.
Course Attendance Policy: Attendance is expected for all class periods. More than 3 absences will result in a deduction of 5% from your final course grade.  Habitual tardiness (i.e., more than 5 late arrivals) will also result in a deduction of 5% from your final course grade.  An absence or late arrival may be excused due to (1) official CSU functions (such as athletic events), (2) required official military duty, or (3) documentation from a physician or other appropriate authority.   
Missed Work: With a valid excuse that explains why the student was unable to take the test or to submit the assignment on time: 
· Make-up quizzes will be scheduled at a time chosen by the instructor. Note, the make-up quiz may be different from the scheduled quiz that the student missed.
· Make-up homework may be submitted at a time determined by the instructor. 
· Make-up tests will be scheduled at a time chosen by the instructor. Note, the make-up exam may be different from the scheduled examination that the student missed.
· Make-up papers and paper drafts will be due at a time chosen by the instructor.
· The final examination must be taken. If you know you cannot make the scheduled time, consult at least two weeks in advance with the instructor and a new exam date may be arranged, if the instructor believes conditions warrant rescheduling. To reschedule an exam, you must submit a change of final examination date form to the instructor several days prior to the examination. It is your responsibility to submit this form and, if you do not, then you will not be allowed to reschedule your exam. Forms may be obtained from the secretary in the College of Arts and Sciences. Note, should you reschedule, the exam you take may be different from the regularly scheduled examination.
Academic Dishonesty: Any type of activity that is considered dishonest by reasonable standards may constitute academic misconduct. The most common forms of academic misconduct are cheating and plagiarism.  Plagiarism occurs when you use someone else’s words or ideas in your presentation or writing without giving that person credit. Even paraphrase is plagiarism if you do not properly cite your source. All instances of academic dishonesty will result in a grade of zero for the work involved, and will be reported to the Office of Student Life/Judicial Affairs. Disruption of the Learning Environment: Behavior which disrupts the teaching–learning process during class activities will not be tolerated.
