BIOL1107 Lab objective information

Objectives will be completed weekly by BIOL1107 students, and will be kept in a notebook throughout the semester.

Pre-lab objectives should be completed by the beginning of that week’s lab.  Questions may be asked of the instructor any time prior to lab.  A short amount of time for questions regarding the objectives will be provided at the beginning of lab.

Lab objectives should be completed during lab (mastering use of equipment, gathering data, writing hypotheses, etc.) and at home (data analysis, writing arguments, etc.).  These objectives should be completed prior to the next week’s lab.

The answers to the pre-lab and lab objectives should be written in your own words and done on your own rather than copied from the lab manual or another individual.

Lab quizzes may be given by the instructor and will cover material from the past week’s lab objectives and the current week’s pre-lab objectives.  The quizzes are at the discretion of the instructor and may be given as frequently as weekly.  The lab objectives notebook may be used while taking the quizzes (no other materials will be allowed).  Notebooks may NOT be shared during the quiz.  Each quiz will be worth 10 points each.

Lab notebooks will be kept as described above and will be checked.  The notebook checks are at the discretion of the instructor and may be checked as frequently as weekly.  Each notebook check will be worth 10 points.

Quizzes, lab reports, and notebook checks cannot be made up or turned in if you missed the lab.  If you have a valid WRITTEN excuse, the missed points will not count against you.  If you miss a lab, get the experimental data from someone in your group and try to do the post lab analysis so that you can be prepared for the next week’s quiz.  

You will also complete 2 written lab reports and some report sheets; these items will be worth 20 points each.
