Course Description

PSYC 2103: Intro to Human Development

Catalog Description: An introductory, non-laboratory based examination of human development across the lifespan with an emphasis on normal patterns of physical, cognitive, and social development.  It is recommended that PSYC 1101 be taken prior to PSYC 2103. ( Note: Learning Support students who required to take ENGL 0099 and/or READ 0099 must exit the requirements before they can enroll in this course.)

Pre-Requisites: PSYC 1101 with a minimum US grade of D
Computer Requirements and Skills Needed

2. Analyze different developmental events from the perspective of the major theories of development-cognitive, learning , humanistic, and psychoanalytic-and recognize those theories when used by others to analyze events.

3. Explain how research contributes to the understanding of development and evaluate and use research findings to investigate a topic if interest to you.

4. Recall important developmental concepts and be able to recognize and apply these concepts in various situations.

Research Assignment
Every student is required to select four research articles that are related to Human Development.  These articles should be of some personal Interest to the student.  This method of selecting articles should result in a very high level of motivation. The student should select articles that are relatively recent ( within the past three years).

The student should include the following.

1. The title, source, and date of the article.

2. Why was this particular research conducted?

3. What is the specific hypothesis the research is addressing?

4. What are the results of the research?

5. Did the results support the hypothesis?

6. What conclusion can be drawn from the results?

7. What contributions do you believe this research has made to Human Development

8. Why did you choose this particular research article?

9. The writing of each article should consist of about two typed pages.
