Monday, April 22 – Study questions were provided for Chapters 18 and 19 and we discussed these chapters and moved into the Middle Adulthood material as well.  On Wednesday, April 24th, old tests will be provided (for TESTS I – III) for studying for the final and the remaining study questions will be distributed.  We will be discussing Middle and Late Adulthood on the 24th and 29th.  There will be an EXTRA CREDIT OPPORTUNITY to see a speaker on Thursday, April 25th at noon (room TBA).  This speaker is Dr. Don Harris, former Director of the State Mental Hospital at Milledgeville, who will discuss career trends in psychology-related fields.
NOTE:  Child Development Projects will be accepted as late as Monday, April 29th.

Wednesday, April 17 – We discussed the test and went on to Adulthood.  There will be no more quizzes, and study questions will be provided for the remaining chapters in three sets:  Young, Middle, and Late Adulthood.  On the day of the Final Exam, there will be questions over adulthood on a TEST IV portion, and then questions over TESTS I-III on the final exam portion.  The FINAL EXAM can count double the weight of a major test grade if it helps your final average.  New material for TEST IV will include the following Chapters:

21 and 22 – Middle Adulthood, Cognitive and Social Development

24 and 25 – Late Adulthood, Cognitive and Social Development
