Study Questions for Learning (Introduction to Learning and Module 20)

1. What is learning?  What are some examples of things that are and are not learned according to this definition?

4. What are the three types of associations that Behavioral Psychologists believe make up learning?

5. What is it that is actually learned in Classical Conditioning?
