This grade restriction includes lower division courses substituted/promoted to upper division status. 

Students who choose to major in Political Science may elect to focus their Political Science studies in either one of the following three area concentrations: American Politics, Comparative Politics and International Relations or Law and Society. Students who do not wish to focus their studies in a  specific concentration area may still pursue the B.S. degree in Political Science and must comply with the requirements for General Political Science degree (See below). Students may not apply more than 6 semester hours of internship in the major.
