· Career Focus: Students should consult with their advisors and select electives that fit their career and/or educational objectives. (Students planning to pursue graduate school in psychology should consider taking the maximum number of courses from category II.)

· Statistics: Basic statistics is required for Psychology & Human Services majors entering in 2005-06, and is highly recommended for students entering under earlier catalogs who plan to apply to graduate school. Students who did not take Math 1231 in Area A, D, or F should take PSYC 2105 for one of their Psychology Electives or MATH 1231 as a Related Elective.
