COURSE DESCRIPTIONS/RATIONALES:

This is an upper-division course designed to explore the nature of social deviance at the individual, group and organizational levels.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance is expected. Students missing more than 5 class session may be dropped from this course.  Student missing 3-5 classes may have their final grade reduced by 25 points.
2. There will be 3 Examinations (100 pts. ea.)and a Final Examination (125 pts.).  The exams will be a combination multiple choice and essay questions.  The examinations must be taken during the established examination period.  PLEASE DO NOT MISS THEM.  THERE WILL BE NO MAKE-UP EXAMS EXCEPT IN THE CASE OF EXTREME ILLNESS AND UNDER THESE CIRCUMSTANCES. NOTHING CAN BE MADE UP UNLESS ARRANGED IN ADVANCE WITH THE INSTRUCTOR PRIOR TO CLASS.
3. Classroom Presentations:  Students will be required to present 2 classroom presentations on articles from the text or assigned readings.  A classroom presentation will involve outlining and summarizing the topic (assigned reading) and leading the classroom discussion on the topic.  Students may use power points, handouts or other instructional supplements.  Each presentation will be graded on a 25 point scale.
4. There will also be a research paper.  The research paper will be an independent review and analysis of a significant issue of social deviance. The topic must be approved by your professor prior to Mid-Term.  Specific requirements for the research paper will be provided in this syllabus.  Research papers will be evaluated on a 100 point scale.
5. All student contact will be via the Georgia View web-site.  Check for email messages at least twice each week.  All students must have a CSU email address as all correspondence related to this course will be sent via your Georgia View email for this course.

Examinations:
The 3 Examination will cover a number of chapters, as scheduled.  It will involve 50 multiple-choice/True/False questions (1 pt. ea.) and 5 essay questions (10 pts. Ea.)  These examinations will be evaluated at 100 points each.  
Final Examination/Post Test:

The Final Examination will involve 50 objective questions (1 pt. ea.)  There will be 5 essay questions covering the entire course(10 pts. Ea.).  In addition, there will be a 25 question post-test which will cover the entire course.  The Final Examination and the Post-Test will be worth a total of 125 points.  
Research Paper:
The topic for your research paper should be a specific and focused on a specific form or example of social deviance at the individual, group or corporate/institutional level.  This is more than a book report.  Your topic, a list of at least five appropriate academic resources, a thesis statement and a brief outline of your paper must be submitted by the close of the 6th week of class.  The Research Paper is due April 22, 2011.  
TERM PAPER REQUIREMENTS

The term paper requirement for this course will be as follows:

All term papers will be original work.

Instructions:  You are required to conduct scholarly research on an approved topic , integrating your findings with course/textual concepts.  Your written report will include and cite at least 5 academic/scholarlysources (in addition to your textbook) within the body of your paper, which should be a minimum of 7 pages in length.  Your sources must be scholarly and not include Wikopedia, encyclopedia or non-academic web-sites   Also include a title page and bibliography (3 additional pages), making the total required page length 10+ pages.  Use the mechanics of good writing (spelling, grammar, headings, etc.) and ASA format on white paper (12 point Times New Roman or Arial font, double spaced, 1-inch margins on all sides, indenting five spaces for each new paragraph with no extra line spaces between paragraphs). Your paper should include subheadings for each of the required elements listed below for your topic. Staple your paper in the upper left hand corner—no document covers, please.

You are also required to submit an electronic copy of your paper to www.Turnitin.com under the course location.  Our course ID is xxxxxxxx; the password is  xxxxxx. Both the electronic and hard copy submission deadlines are April 15. Failure to submit the electronic copy to Turnitin will result in a 10 point penalty.  (Course ID and Password will be distributed in class.)
Instructions for Submission.  First go to www.Turnitin.com and click on the “create a user profile” link.  You will be asked to supply your e-mail address, and to provide a personal password.  This password can be whatever you wish, but remember that it is personal and I will not have access to it.  

Next, the new user wizard will open and take you through the remaining steps.  You will be asked for the account ID and an account join password.  These are the ID and password numbers listed above.  When you have finished creating your profile, you will be logged into Turnitin.  You should then see our class listed on your Turnitin homepage.  Click on the name of our class to open the class portfolio.  The portfolio will show the research paper assignment with due date, instructions, etc.

When you have completed the final version of your paper and saved it as a Word document, you will click on the submit button next to the research paper assignment in the portfolio.  The paper submission page will open and then you can upload the file containing your research paper.  Once the file has been located, you will be asked to confirm your submission.  When you hit “yes” you will receive a digital receipt on your screen and one will also be e-mailed to you.  Make sure that you save this receipt as documentation in case it needs to be confirmed later.

The system has been set up so that you can see your originality report. This will show you the citations that were identified as having been used by someone else. You will have the opportunity to update your paper and re-submit as many times as you like before the final due date. Finally, I recommend that create your new user profile as soon as possible so that you will have plenty of time to work out the details in case you have difficulty.
