Very Helpful Hints for Natural Sciences Degree Programs 
· REGISTER EARLY AND GRADUATE ON TIME!!! Laboratory courses fill up fast and there are absolutely no overrides into full laboratory courses. The earlier you register the less trouble you will have finding courses you need to complete the program.

· Mastery of math is essential to any science degree. If you lack strong math skills, use the Center for Academic Success to find a tutor or consider other majors. Take remedial MATH courses (learning support and College Algebra) during your first semester of enrollment. You must demonstrate success in math before you can master the science courses.
· Take MATH 1231 as early as possible. Mastery of statistics is essential for mastery of science laboratory courses.
· Take lower CHEM courses as soon as possible. Most science degree programs require 4 semester of chemistry that have to be taken in sequence. Many of these chemistry courses are pre-requisites for upper level courses.
· Take BIOL 2500, BIOL 3500/L, BIOL 3650/L, BIOL 3380, and BIOL 3201 as soon as you complete BIOL 1108/L and MATH 1231 as they are likely to conflict with the senior level courses.   
· Take BIOL 3250/L and BIOL 3200 as soon as you complete or enroll in CHEM 2412. These are pre-requisites for many other senior-level courses.
