Footnotes for Courses in Emphasis Areas

1The biology core requirements involving these courses must be satisfied first before these courses can be applied to this area.  No single course can count in both areas (Biology Core and the emphasis area), but can each be taken a maximum of 2 times for credit. 
2A maximum of nine (9) credit hours of chemistry (CHEM) courses may be taken in an emphasis area.

3CHEM 4222 may only be taken one (1) time in an emphasis area.

4CSCI 1301, Computer Science I, is a prerequisite for CSCI 1302, Computer Science II. 
5 These courses are required for entrance into the Emory University, Georgia State University and Medical College of Georgia Physical Therapy programs, and the Emory University and Medical College of Georgia Physicians Assistant programs. 
6 These courses require BIOL1151 and BIOL1151L as a prerequisite. 
7These courses are required for entrance into the Physical Therapy program at the Medical College of Georgia.
8This course requires HFMG 3101, Kinesiology, as a prerequisite. 
9PSYC 1101, Introduction to Psychology, must be selected in Area E to meet the prerequisite for PSYC 3350, Abnormal Psychology, or PSYC 4120, Physiological Psychology.
10BIOL 4100, Animal Physiology, is a prerequisite or corequisite for BIOL 4100L, Animal Physiology Laboratory.
11 CRJU 1150, Introduction to Criminal Justice, is a prerequisite for CRJU 3100, Criminology.
