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1. KNOW WHAT TO DO IN CASE OF AN EMERGENCY. Observe the locations of the fire extinguisher.  Report all accidents, injuries, and close calls to the instructor immediately.  If the instructor is not available at the time of the emergency, call Public Safety immediately. 
2. PERFORM ALL EXPERIMENTS AS DIRECTED.  Do not do anything which is not part of an approved experimental procedure.  Follow all instructions given by your laboratory instructor.
3. BE PROPERLY PREPARED TO DO THE EXPERIMENT.  Read all written procedures in advance and understand what you are going to do.  Know the hazards before you do the experiments.
4. IF INSTRUCTED TO DO SO, WEAR THE APPROPRIATE PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT.  This may include eye protection and/or gloves.

5. ACT IN A RESPONSIBLE MANNER AT ALL TIMES.  No horseplay will occur in the lab or experimental area.

6. ALWAYS WEAR APPROPRIATE CLOTHING TO LAB.  No sandals, shorts, and limit jewelry.  Tie back long hair to keep it away from moving objects.
7. SMOKING, EATING, DRINKING IN THE LAB OR EXPERIMENTAL WORK AREA IS PROHIBITED IN ALL LABORATORIES.
8. FOLLOW ELECTRICAL AND LASER SAFETY RULES AS DESCRIBED BY YOUR INSTRUCTOR.
