1. Synthesize (Z)3-ethyl-2-hexene from (R,R)2-bromo-3-ethylhexane.

2. Synthesize (E)3-ethyl-2-hexene from (R,R)2-bromo-3-ethylhexane.
3. Synthesize (Z)3-phenyl-2-heptene from (2S,3R)2,3-dibromo-3-phenylheptane.

4. Synthesize (E)3-phenyl-2-heptene from (2S,3R)2,3-dibromo-3-phenylheptane.

5. Synthesize (Z)3-methyl-2-hexene from (S,S)3-methyl-2-hexanol.

6. Synthesize (E)3-methyl-2-hexene from (S,S)3-methyl-2-hexanol.
