Lambda Epsilon Chi (LEX) is a national honor society established to recognize students who demonstrate superior academic performance in an established program of paralegal and law-related studies.  LEX derives from the Latin root meaning “pertaining to the law” or “legal.”  

The Clayton State University chapter of LEX honors a select group of high-achieving students who major in a qualifying degree housed within our Legal Studies Program (specifically, the Paralegal Certificate, the A.A.S. degree in Paralegal Studies, and the B.S. degree in Legal Studies).  

Candidates for membership in LEX must be existing students and in good academic standing at CSU, must have completed at least two-thirds* of their major coursework, must satisfy the minimum grade point average (GPA) requirements set forth below, and must submit an application to their academic advisor for induction into LEX by the dates specified in the following application. No extensions are granted for LEX applications.  
Candidates for LEX who are Paralegal Certificate majors must meet the following criteria:

· You must have completed at least 7 courses toward your major; and

· You must have earned a GPA of 3.8 or higher in all PARA-coded courses counting in your major.

Candidates for LEX who are A.A.S. Paralegal Studies majors must meet the following criteria:

· You must have completed at least 14 courses toward your major;

· You must have earned an overall GPA of 3.5 or higher in all courses counting in your major; and

· You must have earned GPA of 3.8 or higher in all PARA-coded courses counting in your major.

Candidates for LEX who are B.S. Legal Studies majors must meet the following criteria:

· You must have completed at least 27 courses toward your major;

· You must have earned an overall GPA of 3.5 or higher in all courses counting in your major; and

· You must have earned a GPA of 3.8 or higher in all PARA-coded courses counting in your major.

*Calculation of two-thirds (0.667) completion of major coursework by degree option:

Total of 10 courses in major  x  0.667  = 7 courses

A.A.S. degree in Paralegal Studies:
Total of 20 or 21 courses in major  x  0.667 = 14 courses
B.S. degree in Legal Studies:
Total of 40 courses in major  x  0.667 = 27 courses

Application for Induction into National Honor Society - Lambda Epsilon Chi (LEX)

Students who believe they have satisfied the eligibility requirements for induction into LEX must complete this application form and submit it to their academic advisor.  Students may neatly hand-write the requested information onto this form.  If a student’s application for induction into LEX is approved, s/he must submit a fee ($30, as of September 2010, but is subject to change) to cover the honor society’s processing fee and the issuance of the students’ induction certificate and academic pin.  


The following deadlines apply (all deadlines are firm):

-  Spring semester induction applications must be submitted to your academic advisor by March 15  
-
Summer semester induction applications must be submitted to your academic advisor by June 15
-  Fall semester induction applications must be submitted to your academic advisor by October 15 

If you miss the above deadline for your intended semester of induction into LEX, you should apply for induction in the next semester. HOWEVER, please note: You may not be inducted into LEX once you have graduated, so please don’t miss your application deadline if you are applying in your final semester of school! If a due date falls on a weekend, you have until the immediately following business day.  This application must be complete (with attached documentation) in order to be reviewed by your academic advisor.
