Requirements for Term Paper and Presentation

Term Paper:

I. Bibliography – must use a minimum of 5 sources, 3 of which must be written materials (journal articles, review articles, book, treatise, etc).  

a. All sources need to be documented (that includes Internet resources)

b. You may use footnotes or endnotes – the choice is yours.

II. Length

a. paper should not exceed 10 pages (this does not include figures, structures, etc)

b. Papers must be stapled.  Papers not stapled will not be accepted and will be marked as late.

III. Format

a. Should follow formatting as taught in English 1101/1102

b. 1 inch margins, pages should be numbered, font should be 12 point

Presentation:
I. Length: presentation should average 5 – 7 minutes

II. Technology: It is your responsibility to bring a laptop if you are going to use powerpoint or the web.  If you want to use videos, it is your responsibility to let me know and I will arrange for a TV/VCR.  All photocopying/handouts are your responsibility.

Grading
I. The paper is worth 100 points.  The team as a whole will receive a grade for the paper (Each team member receives the same grade).

II. The presentation is worth 100 points.  Each team member will receive an individual grade.

III. The teams will be given an evaluation form in which they will evaluate their team member(s).  These will be seen only by me.

1.  The papers are due Thursday, April 15 by 12:00pm.  Papers will receive a 5 point deduction for every day they are late.

2.  The presentations will begin on April 15 and will go until they are completed.  Any remaining class time will be used to review for the final exam.
