Choose two history websites to evaluate.  First choose a topic/s from our textbook that interest you (please chose topics that are not just US history sites) then do a Google search or choose from the websites below and choose two that you want to evaluate. (You need to hand me a list of at least six sites you have visited and the two you have chosen on )  (Copy and paste the URL as you visit sites).

You are required to write a four page evaluation and comparison of the websites (Take time to explore the sites!) The paper must be typed, double-spaced in 12 pt font with 1 inch margins.. This evaluation should first introduce the two sites giving their full URL’s and then it should include ALL of the following: (papers under 4 will be penalized) YOU ARE DESCRIBING THE SITE NOT THE HISTORY- (imagine you are telling a researcher what they will find on the site )

i. Give your topic/s and then give the purpose of the website. (What is the site about? And Why is it there?) Introduce BOTH sites with full URL’s in FIRST PARAGRAPH
ii. Given and OVERVIEW of what is to be found on the site the describe the contents/ what kind of information does it have? Images? Video? Etc. Give specific examples. (If there are images, images of what? Give some examples) I want to know exactly what is on the site. ( If there are documents, give an example or two) Are they primary sources or secondary sources? (Very important) The contents should be the longest part of the paper be sure to gives specific exampls
iii. What sources does the site use? Analyze the contents. (Where did the site get its information from?. This is very important. Does it give references?)
iv. How effective is the site? Is it useful to history students? What did
you think of the design/navigation tools?
v. Briefly compare both sites
Be sure to give examples of exactly what is on the website
Do not write lists – describe and give examples. 

Make sure the sites are reputable ones. Some indications are
that the name ends with edu (a university) .gov (US government)  .org (a
non-profit organization). Museum sites are also good. Do not choose a search engine or site like About.com.  Also avoid Wikpedia.
It is very important that you choose sites with plenty of materials on them to evaluate. You will not be able to do the project if the site only has one or two pages of text
Remember you are evaluating the websites, you are NOT re-telling the events you find on the website. DO NOT INCLUDE PHOTOS IN THE TEXT. Instead describe them.
DO NOT WRITE LISTS.
