Media Project instead of Internet Research Project.
You must e-mail the topic and get my permission BEFORE doing this project.
Only those projects that have had my approval will be graded.
I want to offer those of you who like to be more creative an alterative to the internet research paper. This assignment is designed to address the goals of effective communication, critical thinking, use of technology, methods of inquiry and historical perspective--all important skills for the twentieth-first century. You may work alone or in groups of no more than three. This project requires research and computer skills. You also need to burn you presentation on to a CD to hand to me. If you do not have these skills or time to learn them please do the paper project. 
The project is to create a visual history of any significant era in World History (1500-present) that you find interesting using a minimum of images of 15-20 documentary photos, and or posters, cartoons or other images of that  that era. The photos should be accompanied by sufficient text that explains what happened. Write an introduction to your to essay that introduces your topic.  Record your visual history using digital media technology. You may and should supplement your images with music or other audio. Points will be taken off for poor grammar. You may use the text book as a source if you cite it. The text needs to come from several reliable websites or books.
You might consider the Chinese Revolution, Russian Revolution for example.
You must get my approval for your topics.
You need computer literacy to do this project, with PowerPoint skills as a minimum. I encourage the use of Flash and audio files and any other programs you can use.

IMPORTANT! You need to document where the images etc come from and give full citations. You can either do this in the note section of the powerpoint or on a separate bibliography. (You need to list full source of your image, such http://www.abc.org and text for EACH slide. The text is particularly important. If you have used a variety of sources on each page, you must cite them all. Projects with no Citations will receive an F.
For example 
Slide 1. Image from http//www.website.com; Text from http://www.website .com and http

Use a variety of websites – do not use Wikipedia for text (you can use it for pictures) make sure your text comes from reputable websites.

DO NOT COPY AND PASTE text from websites. Anything that is copied directly must be in quotation marks. Put it in your own words whenever you can. Any text copied directly from a website without full citations is plagiarism – and will be given an F. Paraphrase the information in your own words, cite all sources, and use quotes selectively.
1. Put music files and Powerpoint in one folder with your name (Your music will not play if you do not put the MP3s in the same folder you give me)
2. Make sure that you have citations for EACH photo and Each block of text on each slide. Powerpoints with no citations receive an F

3. Do not use Wikipidia for text. You will be evaluated on your range of sources so please use reliable sites and sites dedicated to your project rather than encyclopedias. And do not use general sites like Ask.com, google.com etc. 
You can hand it in on a CD or a memory stick
